The “Access Coefficient” is based on eight indicators:

International staff presence (UN and INGOs), UN staff movements,
Security assessments, Humanitarian flights, Check-paints,
Security incidents (last 6 months) and Stability of the area.

For each district each of these indicators is evaluated and receives
a notation from 1 (extremely negative) to 5 (positive), based on
standardized assessments.
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
